cide that this course of action will be taken 
• requirements for the future - 

incorporation, new (acceptable) title of the group, banking (signatories & accounts 
to be held), tax obligations, public liability insurance 

Clarification of Public Liability coverage provided by EGSC when the Hall is booked 
for various functions. 

Agreements explanation - alignment of the two with EGSC 
funding provided by EGSC for operations - continuation for the Hall 
Hall to be known as?  With no intention of removing the memorabilia or the signage 

on the front window of the hall foyer. 
Current exec position holders within the two groups will need to meld together with 

some current position holders not being required to continue in the role.
